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Attach 1, 2, 3, 4
and 5 in order.
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The contents and layout of the cockpit are very different between
the Navy type F-4J/S and the Air Force type F-4C/D/E. The biggest
difference is the presence of a control stick in the backseat of the Air
Force type. The radar scope and the optical sight located on the
upper middle section of the instrument panel are also very different.
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The radar scope and
radar antenna controller
for the rear seat have a
different shape and
placement as well.
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Before gluing, be sure to check that you can assem-
ble the left and right outer cockpit panels without

any gaps. Cement in place only after test-fitting as

shown in the image. Secure in place using

cellophane tape or other tool in order to prevent

gaps from forming until it dries completely.
