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"White 3" was flown by Corporal Karl Heinz Cortez of the 1st Squadron,
54th Fighter Wing. The 54th Fighter Wing, with large "Griinherz" on the
sides of its fuselage, fought mainly on the Eastern Front. The aircrafts of
the 54th Fighter Wing were known for their irregular camouflage, and
in the Russian campaign of 1943, they were painted in three colors, two
greens and sand brown, with a unique camouflage pattern. During the
winter, the top and sides of the aircraft were overpainted in white, but
some aircrafts were painted in white all over, while others were
partially in white, as Corporal Cordes' aircraft.

The aircraft was sturdy and had wide main landing gears, serving
remarkably well in rough terrains in Russia. While assembling the Kkit,
you can reflect on the design philosophy and historical background,

which is one of the real pleasures of SWS.
